	Description
	The aim of the module is a versatile presentation of intercultural relations showing common grounds and differences between Polish culture and other world cultures. Within the module the student gets to know historical-cultural phenomena which constitute the basis of contemporary identity of Europe and makes a comparison between phenomena taking place in European culture and processes taking place in other cultural circles. Student learns to combine interpretations of these processes with the legacy of some research schools. He/she gets to know characteristic cultural phenomena and facts, which influenced specific epochs and shaped the cultural tradition within the relations between Polish culture and other cultures. The student completes his/her knowledge about facts and chronology. The classes provide the necessary tools used in scientific discourse about intercultural relations and enable the student to perform individual analytical and interpretation procedures.
